ORDINANCE NO. 2864

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HOLLY HILL,
FLORIDA, AMENDING CHAPTER 2 (ADMINISTRATION),
ARTICLE III (BOARDS, COMMISSIONS, COMMITTEES),
DIVISION 2 (PAL/RECREATIONAL BOARD) TO CHANGE
THE NAME TO THE HOLLY HILL YOUTH ADVISORY
COUNCIL; AMENDING THE COMPOSITION OF THE
BOARD MEMBERS AND THE FUNCTION OF THE
BOARD; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTING
ORDINANCES; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND
PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Holly Hill has entered into a relationship with the
YMCA where by the YMCA will lease some of the City’s recreation facilities and operate
recreational programs is said facilities instead of the City maintaining its own separate
recreational department.

WHEREAS, the PAL/Recreation Board needs to be changed to reflect this new
relationship with the YMCA.

WHEREAS, words which are underlined (underlined) are additions to the text
and words with strike through (strike-threugh) the characters are deletions from the text.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION
OF THE CITY OF HOLLY HILL, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1. The City Commission of the City of Holly Hill hereby amends
Chapter 2 (Administration), Article III (Boards, Commissions, Committees), Division 2
(PAL/Recreation Board) to read as follows:
DIVISION 2. PAL/RECREATION-BOARD HOLLY HILL YOUTH ADVISORY COUNCIL
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Sec. 2-91. Created.
There is hereby created a PAL/recreation-beard Holly Hill Youth Advisory Council, which shall

be governed by the bylaws established by the board and approved by the city commission.

Sec. 2-92. Membership.
The PAL/recreationbeard Holly Hill Youth Advisory Council shall consist of sevesn five (5)

regular members, three (3) members shall be appointed by the City Commission, one (1) member

shall be the City Finance Director and one (1) member shall be appointed by the YMCA.

Members shall serve a term of two years and may be appointed for unlimited successive terms.

The existing board members of the PAL/Recreation Board are hereby removed from the Board.

Seec. 2-93. Meetings.

The PAL/eereation-board Holly Hill Youth Advisory Council shall hold regular meetings bi-
monthly as necessary, the time and place of which shall be established by a majority vote of the

members of the board. Special meetings may be held at any time at the call of the chairman or at
the call of the vice chairman during the absence of the chairman, provided that written notice
thereof shall be given to the members of the board 24 hours in advance of the meeting. A

quorum at any meeting shall consist of a simple majority of the regular members.
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Sec. 2-94. Officers.
(a) Officers of the PAL/recreation-beard Holly Hill Youth Advisory Council shall consist of

chairman, vice chairman and treasurer. A recording secretary shall be provided by the city.
Officers of the board shall be elected from members of the board. Election of officers shall be
held at the first board meeting in December of each year.

(b) The chairman shall preside at all meetings of the board.

(c) The vice chairman shall perform the duties of the chairman in his/her absence.

(d) The treasurer shall monitor, keep records, and give updates on any financial activity of this
board.

(¢) The secretary shall keep the minutes of all meetings, write necessary correspondence and
notify members of all meetings. A copy of the minutes of all meetings shall be sent to the city
clerk and city manager.

(f) The city manager will retain oversight responsibility for the operation of all recreation

programs.

Sec. 2-95. Functions.

The Holly Hill Youth Advisory Council shall serve as an advisory board to the City with two

primary functions:

a. Select, evaluate and implement fundraising strategies to raise revenues for Holly Hill

vouth to participate in Holly Hill Recreation Programs.

b. Review and process scholarship applications and recommend youth for scholarships

within the established guidelines.
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SECTION 2. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase, or portion of
this Ordinance, or application hereof, is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any
Court, such portion or application shall be deemed a separate, distinct, and independent

provision, and such holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions or application

hereof.

SECTION 3. That all ordinances made in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby
repealed.

SECTION 4. That this Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its
adoption.

SECTION 5. That this Ordinance shall be posted at City Hall as required by law.

The within and foregoing Ordinance was introduced and read on first reading
before the City Commission of the City of Holly Hill, Florida, at its regularly scheduled meeting
held in Commission Chambers at City Hall on the gth day of February, 2010.
